INTERNATIONAL VISITATION UP THREE PERCENT IN NOVEMBER 2010
SPENDING AT $11.4 BILLION FOR THE MONTH 
The U.S. Department of Commerce announces that 4.6 million international visitors traveled to the United States in November 2010, an increase of three percent compared to November 2009.  November 2010 registers the 14th straight month of increases in U.S. arrivals.  For the first 11 months of 2010, 55.0 million international visitors traveled to the United States, a 10 percent increase compared to the same period in 2009.
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INTERNATIONAL VISITOR SPENDING
International visitors spent $11.4 billion in November 2010, 14 percent more than in November 2009.  November 2010 marks the 11th consecutive month of growth in U.S. travel and tourism-related exports.  Total travel and tourism-related exports have increase, on average, $1.4 billion a month in 2010.  In the first 11 months of 2010, visitors spent 122.7 billion, up 11 percent compared to the same period in 2009.

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HIGHLIGHTS(1) (2)
CANADA 

In November 2010, Canadian resident visitation (1.5 million) increased 10 percent, with land arrivals (922,000) up nine percent and air arrivals (582,000) up 11 percent.
· In the first 11 months of 2010, non-resident visitation from Canada (18.7 million) increased 11 percent, with land arrivals (12.2 million) up 11 percent and air arrivals (6.3 million) up 14 percent.
MEXICO

Overall Mexican resident visitation in November 2010 (1.2 million) dropped 15 percent, with land arrivals (1.0 million) down 17 percent compared to a year ago and air arrivals (133,000) up four percent.
· Traffic for the first 11 months of 2010 (12.2 million) increased six percent, with land arrivals (10.7 million) up five percent and air arrivals (1.5 million) up 12 percent.
TOP 20 COUNTRIES
· In November 2010, 17 of the top 20 countries posted increases in non-resident visitation to the United States.  Non-resident visitation from 13 of the top 20 countries registered double-digit increases.
· For the month, the top 20 inbound visitor markets accounted for 89 percent of all international arrivals to the United States and as a group it was up two percent.

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OVERSEAS VISITATION (excluding Canada and Mexico)
· Overseas resident visitation totaled 2.0 million in November 2010, up 11 percent over November 2009.  For the month, travel from overseas markets accounted for 42 percent of total arrivals to the United States.
· November 2010 overseas resident visits were up 10 percent compared to November 2008.  Compared to November 2000, overseas resident visits were flat.
· Year to date, overseas resident visits (24.1 million) were up 12 percent and accounted for 44 percent of total arrivals to the United States.
· Compared to the first 11 months of 2008, November YTD 2010 overseas resident visits increased four percent.  Compared to the first 11 months of 2000, overseas resident visits were up one percent.
· U.S. non-resident visits from the 27 European Union countries increased six percent in November 2010 and grew four percent in the first 11 months of 2010.
· Western European resident visits (792,000) increased six percent for the month.  Year to date, resident visitation (10.5 million) grew four percent.
·  For the month, resident visitors from Western Europe accounted for 41 percent of all overseas visitors.  Year-to-date, resident visits from Western Europe accounted for 44 percent of overseas visitors.
· Non-resident visits from 14 Western European markets were up for the month.  Fifteen markets were up year to date.
· Seven of the top 10 markets registered increases in November; United Kingdom, Ireland, Belgium and Austria were down for the month.

· November year to date 2010, eight of the top 10 markets registered increases; the United Kingdom (-1%) and Ireland (-12%) posted decreases.
· Non-resident visits from the United Kingdom, accounting for 34 percent of all Western European resident visitors in November 2010, decreased one percent.

Travel from Oceania was up 18 percent in November and increased 25 percent year to date.

· Australia accounted for 84 percent of all non-resident visits from Oceania for the month and 82 percent year to date.  Non-resident visits from Australia increased 15 percent in November 2010 and grew 25 percent year to date.

U.S. non-resident visitation from the Middle East increased 18 percent in November and was up 11 percent year to date.

· Israel’s resident visitation to the United States decreased five percent for the month but was flat (-0.3%) when compared to the first 11 months of 2009.

· U.S. non-resident visitation from Africa grew seven percent in November 2010 and increased eight percent year to date.

TOP PORTS:  YTD November 2010
YTD November 2010, overseas visits (excluding Canada and Mexico) grew 12 percent.  At the same time, visitation through the top 15 ports of entry accounted for 82 percent of all overseas visits and was three percentage points lower than last year. 

The top three ports of entry (New York JFK, Miami and Los Angeles) accounted for 38 percent of all overseas arrivals, more than one percentage point below YTD November 2009.

Twelve of the top 15 ports posted increases in arrivals during the first 11 months of 2010.  Six ports posted double-digit increases.
YTD November 2010, Guam, up 16 percent, moved into eighth position pushing Atlanta down into ninth position.  With arrivals through Ft. Lauderdale increasing 20 percent, that port moved into 14th position above Philadelphia.

Arrivals to the United States by port-of-entry are tracked on a monthly basis.  The U.S. Department of Commerce has arrivals data on more than 40 U.S. ports-of-entry from all world regions and 30 countries, with a brief analysis presented on the top 15 ports for overseas arrivals in 2010.

NATIONAL EXPORT INITIATIVE
To improve conditions that directly affect the private sector’s ability to export and to boost employment recovery, on March 11, 2010 President Obama created the National Export Initiative (NEI).  The automation of the arrival/departure Form [CBP Form I-94W] for Visa Waiver Program travelers supports this initiative as the automated form will greatly improve the measurement and timely release of international arrival data to the United States. Throughout this report, percent changes posted for November 2010 were calculated by comparing data in November 2010 to data in November 2009.  Also, percent changes posted for year-to-date 2010 were calculated by comparing data January – November 2010 to data January – November 2009.
2The U.S. Department of Commerce complies with the UN World Tourism Organization (UNWTO) standard definition and class of international travelers when reporting monthly and annual arrivals data.  This standard excludes all day-trippers from any of the counts/estimates, including those from Canada and Mexico.  At the same time, international visitor spending data includes day-trippers.  Also, the Office of Travel and Tourism Industries (OTTI) has included non-immigrant visa types ‘E’ treaty trader or investor and “I” representatives of foreign information media into the counts to more accurately reflect business visitation.
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
